Three new businesses are opening in
Monmouth County, and they bring with
them a variety of offerings. Check out
what’s coming soon, or recently opened
in your area.

Neptune

An urgent care clinic is opening in Neptune, direct-
ly across from Jersey Shore University Medical Cen-
ter, according to a news release from R.J. Brunelli
and Co

Excel Urgent Care of New Jersey signed a lease
for a 3,800-square-foot space in the newly renovated
Gables Shopping Center, next to Cone Zone.

Excel Urgent Care has nine locations, two of which
are in New Jersey — in the Iselin section of Wood-
bridge and Old Bridge.

Three additional locations, including the Neptune
location, are under construction. The other two are in
Connecticut.

The company’s website said the three new loca-
tions are opening soon.

West Long Branch

Little Caesars is opening in a 1,650-square-foot
storefront in Suburban Plaza, at 492 Joline Ave. in
West Long Branch.

The 18,500-square-foot plaza also includes a Dun-
kin’ Donuts, Welsh Farms and Dollar Surplus.

A representative for the company could not be
reached.

Little Caesars is among the biggest pizza chains
after Pizza Hut and Domino’s, and followed by Papa
John’s, according to Technomic, a research firm.

Last year, Little Caesars’ market share rose from
14.4 percent to 14.7 percent, and it is “making big
sales gains with its aggressive value and convenience
focus,” according to Technomic.
